 Starting this fall, students will be receiv-
ing an accessBCC Refund Card in the mail. 
 Th e card is intended to act as a 
separate bank account for students 
where refund deposits will be stored. 
 Money in this account can remain in 
the account, accessible through the card, 
or may be transferred free of charge to a 
personal banking account. 
 Bristol Community College part-
nered with HigherOne, a fi nancial group 

focused on higher education, to bring 
the policy about. 
 Th e college stands to save signifi -
cantly over printing and distributing 
disbursement checks while streamlining 
the process for students. 
 Two ATMs will be available on cam-
pus allowing withdrawals free of charge.  
One will be situated in G building, the 
other in the K building. 
 Students will be able to withdraw up 
to $500 per day from the campus ATMs. 
 HigherOne has assured the ma-
chines will remain full. 

 On ATMs off  campus, off ered by other 
banks, the withdrawal fee will be the same 
as it would be any other debit card.
 Th e card is not a credit card. Stu-
dents will not be allowed to overdraft 
their accounts.
 More information is available on 
the web at https://accessbccrefund-
card.higheroneaccount.com.

 If you are a BCC Student, Faculty, 
Staff , or Alumni you may already be eligi-
ble to obtain an accessBCC Refund Card.

In New Bedford 

 I was present at the press confer-
ence that bore the launch of the eHealth 
Career Center at the BCC Campus New 
Bedford, and I will tell you that the en-
ergy and enthusiasm in that room was 
electric. It wasn’t sunny outside that 
day, but I will tell you, you wouldn’t 
have known it from the inside. Th e class-
room, NS-161, fi rst on the left from the 
Union Street entrance, was alive with 
full-blooded support from State Repre-
sentatives, community leaders and our 
own administration, faculty and staff . I 
chronicled the event for Th e Observer. 
 A few months later, a bit of unfavor-
able press hit the streets from the Boston 
Globe. A lot of us were puzzled. It spun 
the story as if the Health and Wellness 
Center were allowing students to “buy” 
their way through college. I couldn’t 
agree. 
 Our own trustees, whom I respect, 
meditated hard on the decision. By the 

way, the Trustees are in a sense, care-
takers of the college, they are commu-
nity leaders appointed by the governor 
to guide the college, and make sure it 
doesn’t get into trouble. If you have ever 
heard “your friend in the business” a 
commercial for Fall River Ford, that’s 
Fernando Garcia* he’s a trustee. I have 
the wonderful opportunity to sit among 
these distinguished people to help rep-
resent students, as the “student” trustee. 
I just couldn’t believe they saw it that 
way.
 I myself don’t, admittedly this is 
public education. We get education, and 
we get it cheap, at least in comparison 
to the many private institutions around 
leaving head-spinning bills. Th e tuition 
is double. Th at was the sore spot for the 
Globe. Another doubt that has crept out 
is the marriage between a public school 
and a private company. BCC is partner-
ing with the Princeton Review on this 
one, a historically unusual marriage and 
some have respectfully dissented, pon-
dering the signifi cance and implications 

of such a marriage.
 I believe State Senator Montigny said 
it best at that press conference: “Th ere is 
a bottleneck in healthcare, there is a lot 
of demand on the side of students and 
on the side of employers, but there aren’t 
enough training programs.” 
 Th is Center is opening up that bot-
tleneck. 
 A rough number of 1000 students 
will apply for nursing in any given year. 
Accepted… 70. I see more students being 
served, and more students serving the 
community. But that’s just my opinion. 
I believe healthy dissent brings about a 
healthy people. When I mentioned the 
issue of student opinion, it was warmly 
received. 
So we Th e Observer, and myself as stu-
dent trustee are asking your opinion. Let 
us know what you think and we will print 
your response. Even more, we will have 
faculty, staff  and administration answer 
those questions. 
 After all, what is a student newspa-
per good for?

 Bristol Community College is 
opening a new eHealth Career cen-
ter this fall at the New Bedford Cam-
pus. Situated in historic downtown, 
in the old Cherry & Web building 
(across from No Problemos), the 
new site is off ering a three year roll 
out of heath care programs.
 Fees are set at roughly double that 
of other BCC programs and classes 
will be primarily online, with face to 
face meetings once a week. 
 Courses will be both for credit 
and non-credit. Credit courses are 
built into programs with elective 
courses and are designed to guide 
students through a well rounded 
education, oft en expected to go be-
yond BCC. Non-credit courses are quick 
and to the point courses designed to en-
hance the skills of workers already in the 
fi eld. 

Roll out is as follows. 
 Year one: Complementary Health 
Care Degree, General Studies Health 

Science Degree (including Phlebotomy 
Certifi cate and /or Emergency Medical 
Technician (EMT)), General Studies 
Prep-Developmental Education, Medical 
Coding Certifi cate and Th erapeutic 

Massage Certifi cate.
Year Two: Home Health Aid Train-

ing, Nursing Assistant Training for 
CAN, CPR/First Aid for Health-
care Professionals, Personal Care 
Att endant (PCA) and Pharmacy 
Technician Program.
 Year Th ree: Healthcare Infor-
mation Technology Degree, Occu-
pational Th erapy Assistant Degree, 
LPN Transition to Nursing Degree, 
Physical Th erapist Assistant Degree, 
Surgical Technology Degree, …and 
the largely coveted Nursing Degree.
 From a pool of over 800 stu-
dents last year applying for a spot in 
the nursing program, only 72 were 
accepted. Similar high demand 
areas were occupational therapy as-
sistants and dental hygiene with a 1 
in 9 chance of acceptance. 
 Dean of New Bedford Campus 

Theresa Romanovitch who spearheaded 
the project said, “We really needed to get 
into HealthCare education because that’s 
where the community need was.”

	 Bristol Community College has an 
established academic integrity policy 
to help every student maintain a profes-
sional and honest academic life.
	 Students can access a copy of the 
college’s academic integrity policy by 
going to the BCC website and accessing 
the section labeled “Current Students 
and then going to the policy as it appears 
under the Academic Resources section 
of the site.
	 The policy covers a variety of issues 
including cheating and using unauthor-
ized assistance.  It covers the issue steal-
ing anyone’s academic work. It also cov-

BCC’s English 
Department’s 
Portfolio Program 
Helps Bring 
Student’s Writing 
Skills to a New 
Level

S tudents are encouraged 
to check with an advisor 
before signing up for a 

Portfolio English class. Students 
may also email the instructor of 
any English course to find out of 
the course they are teaching is a 
Portfolio course.
	 Bristol Community College has 
always been an institution focused on 
student development and education, 
aimed at preparing students for the next 
step. The development of the Portfolio 
program by the English department is 
a new and effective way of bringing stu-
dent’s writing skills to a new level. 
	 The program is part of courses 090 
and 101, but participation is up to the de-
cision of individual instructors. There is no 
indication of which professors are part of 
the program when students sign up online 
or by course number. Students are encour-
aged to check with an advisor before sign-
ing up for a Portfolio English class. Stu-
dents may also email the instructor of any 
English course to find out of the course 
they are teaching is a Portfolio course.
	 The Portfolio program may sound 
intimidating to a student who does not 
consider English to be their strongest 
suit. However, the work you will submit 
for your portfolio is only those papers 
you will write for the course. It requires 
little more than the effort needed to pass 
any course. The papers are given letter 
grades when passed in to the instructor, 
and are handed back with personalized 
feedback as to how to revise the paper 
for the portfolio. This gives students a 
unique opportunity to improve on works 
throughout the semester while learning 
and developing new skills. At the end of 
the semester, the works are submitted to 
a panel of BCC faculty for critique. 

	 The process gets confusing here. If 
the submitted portfolio does not pass 
the critique, it receives a “portfolio in-
complete”. This is very different from a 

“course incomplete” because it does not 
prevent a student from moving forward 
into the next level of courses. 
	 However tutoring, which is freely 
provided, and a final revision of the 
portfolio must address the incomplete 
portfolio. It is then resubmitted to a new 
panel and a letter grade for the course is 
released upon passing. Since it’s intro-
duction the portfolio program has seen 
a ninety-seven percent pass rate, so 
student’s success is usually completed 
within in the first semester’s work. 
	 Faculty endorsement of the program 
has been hot and cold. Directors and de-
partment chairs have felt that the program 
needs to be advertised to students better 
before they sign into a class. It makes the 
process of add/drop much more difficult 
after the start of the semester. 
	 However, everyone agrees that the ob-
jective of the program is beneficial. When 
asked how she felt about the program’s 
impact, Dean of Humanities Joanne Pres-
ton stated that she felt it “set standards for 
writing that prepares our students to write 
for other courses, at their future schools 
and in their chosen professions.”
	 Similarly, Professor Margot Green 
feels that the program encourages stu-
dents to ask instructors for advice and 
use feedback given instead of taking a 
letter grade and disregarding the paper 
afterwards. Both believe the smaller 
class sizes and varied audience drive 
students to improve and submit the best 
work possible.

“The English Department Portfolio As-
sessment Project benefits students in 
numerous ways, as outlined in the Proj-
ect’s web site,” said Professor Jean-Paul 
Nadeau, Chair of the English Depart-
ment Portfolio Assessment Project.
 “First, students benefit from being in 
smaller classes. More importantly, they 
know that their writing is being held to 
a standard consistent with other institu-
tions of higher education in the region,” 
Professor Nadeau said.
 “Free tutoring is provided for all stu-
dents who don’t pass the portfolio as-
sessment, and these students are able to 
revise their portfolios for resubmission 
while taking the next required English 
course,” Nadeau said.
 “My own experience working with these 
writers one-on-one is that they are grate-
ful for the additional instruction; they 
are aware that this development will 
have implications for the writing they’ll 
continue to do both in and after college,” 
he said.

	 According to Garganta, the growing 
a campus necessitates a lot of innovation, 
and hard work.

	 She is a natural speaker, and has

	 Time and energy spent in commut-
ing is often too much. The Attleboro Cen-
ter shaves off an average 45 minute drive 
for area students, which enables students 
to experience community college educa-
tion and experience, who otherwise may 
not have had the opportunity.

 Late this June, there was plenty of that 
for a pair of engineering teams from Bristol 
Community College, and there was work. 
Th e industrious students bagged 2nd place 
at the New England Regional for ROVs (Re-
motely Operated Vehicles), securing a spot 
at the nationals, located in the Aloha State.

PERSONALIZED LEARNING 
EXPERIENCES

Th e BCC Honors Program is the best way 
to use your fi rst two years of your bach-
elor’s studies while attending a junior 
college. 
 Because the Commonwealth Hon-
ors Program is uniform throughout the 
state, a student attending BCC as an 
Honors Student has the same opportu-
nities as an Honors Student at any state 
university and can transfer at the same 
level. 
 Th e Honors Program is a selec-
tive program that admits the top BCC 
students. To apply, a student currently 
enrolled needs to hold a 3.5 GPA and 
have at least twelve college-level cred-
its. New students planning to enroll less 

than a year out of high school should 
meet set qualifi cations including gradu-
ating within the top twenty percent of 
their class, and a combined SAT score of 
1100. 
 Th e Honors Program is designed to 
enrich a student’s understanding through 
‘personalized learning experiences.’ An 
Honors student enrolls in a regularly of-
fered BCC course, and works one-on-one 
with the instructor to design a project that 
the student will complete within the se-
mester. Th is project must be relevant to 
the course and its material, but is limited 
only by the student’s own creativity. Th e 
student receives Honors credit for a course 
including a personalized project. 
 At the end of the two-year program, 
students are required to complete a Cul-
minating Honors Project to qualify for 
graduation. Th is is a separate project 

designed by a faculty member for the 
student. It requires individual research 
on the part of the student and receives 
a single credit upon completion. It is en-
couraged that students present this pro-
fessional project at relative conferences. 
Th e Honors Program is an amazing op-
portunity for BCC students to get the ut-
most out of their time here at the college. 
It is a unique opportunity to receive uni-
versity Honors credits for half the cost of 
university tuition.

 Sbrega’s message to anyone call-
ing is simple: “After you have conducted 
your business with the college, I’d like to 
hear about it.”

 “Come with the right attitude, and 
everything will fall into place,” he said.
 According to Sbrega, with the many 
student support systems off ered at BCC, 
which he says distinguishes BCC, the 
right attitude will get a student through 
the door. BCC like other community 
colleges, allows students a manageable 
mid-sized step to larger universities, 
while also providing workforce training, 
allowing local workers and profession-
als to graduate and go right back to the 
community. 
 “It provides the foundation for a 
successful career, and a successful life 
for each of its students,” Sbrega said.
 According to Sbrega,  in the future, 
the college will off er, “career paths we 
haven’t even heard of, perhaps even vir-
tual campuses.” 
 Th e words were reminiscent of one 
of Associate VP Mike Vieira’s speeches, 
where he mentioned that in the ever 
shifting prospects of careers, where you 
may be applying for jobs you haven’t 
even heard of yet, “the best thing you 
can do in college is learn to learn.”
